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A Communist Terrorist Who Hates America

Helped Launch Obama’s Career
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Obama associate William Ayers states that the claims of America being “a just and fair and decent place” make him “want to puke.”  He posed for this 2001 photo in Chicago Magazine while standing on the American Flag.

· Born 1944, son of Thomas G. Ayers, former Chairman & CEO of Commonwealth Edison.

· Leading member of a violent terrorist group, the Weathermen, a communist-driven faction of Students for a Democratic Society.

· Ayers summed up the Weathermen’s ideology:  “Kill all the rich people.  Break up their cars and apartments.  Bring the revolution home,  Kill your parents.”

· Participated in the bombings of New York City Police HQ in 1970, the Capitol Building in 1971, & the Pentagon in 1972.  Surrendered in 1980 to police but was released because of an improper warrant for FBI surveillance.

· Author of Prairie Fire, which Ayers states:  “We are a guerrilla organization.  We are communist women and men underground in the United States………Our intention is to disrupt the empire, to incapacitate it……….to attack from the inside.  The only path to the final defeat of imperialism and the building of socialism is revolutionary war.  We need a revolutionary communist party in order to lead the struggle, give coherence and direction to the fight, seize power and build the new society.”

· The Weathermen leadership, including Ayers, pushed for a radical reformulation of sexual relations under the slogan “Smash Monogamy.”

· Endorsed (on the back cover) a collection of essays entitled Queering Elementary Education:  Advancing the Dialogue about Sexualities and Schooling.  The book’s forward was written by the president of the Gay, Lesbian and Straight Education Network (GLSEN), whose core mission is to convince troubled kids to declare themselves homosexual and start “gay” clubs in their schools, assisted by activist on-site teachers and the ACLU.

· Author of Fugitive Days, in which Ayers reflects upon whether or not he might use bombs against the U.S. in the future.  “I can’t imagine entirely dismissing the possibility,” he writes.

· William Ayers helped launch Barack Obama’s political career in 1995 by holding a fundraiser at his Hyde Park residence in Chicago.

· Currently Mr. Ayers is a Professor at the University of Illinois at Chicago, where he promotes “Social Justice” teaching, a radical education theory casting the United States as an oppressive nation which denies opportunity to its citizens.  Thus education is used as a propaganda tool to bring about radical revolution in society.
