We will NOT obey orders to assist or support the use of 

any foreign troops on U.S. soil against the American 

people to ñkeep the peaceò or to ñmaintain control." 

 

We will NOT obey any orders to confiscate the prop-

erty of the American people, including food and other  

essential supplies. 

 

We will NOT obey any orders which infringe on the 

right of the people to free speech, to peaceably assem-

ble, and to petition their government for a redress of 

grievances.
